1. Participation in Dismissal Reinstatement in Spring 2023 comes with the following requirements. Please select "I agree" below 
to indicate your agreement to meet these participation requirements: 

• Meet with an academic advisor as soon as possible to plan or revise your Spring 2023 schedule. Because your dismissal 
may have changed things, this must be a new meeting (not one you had during Fall term).

• Participate in monthly required academic support resources. These requirements include:  
◦ At least three (3) academic coaching appointments (one each month) during the spring semester.
◦ Completion of four (4) modules on Canvas for Dismissal Reinstatement. A new module will become available 

each month of the semester.
◦ Engaging in course-specific resources such as study sessions, supplemental instruction, and/or office hours
